From the Chair

Where did January go?? All of a sudden the IPM workshop of Feb
10™ was upon us, and what a worthwhile session it was. A total
attendance of 26 members.

Special thanks to Prof. Robert Spooner-Hart and Clarrie
Beckingham for their support of this important MOA event. Also to
Andrew Kearins and Michael Hewitt (who unfortunately could not
be present due to vintage work with Oatley Wines) for making
available their groves.

The session included lunch and about 2 hrs theory on pests &
diseases, their life cycles and treatments. Rob impressed that
timing within the complex life cycles is of critical importance, else
treatment may be of no use.

During the field session some disturbing levels of scale were
found, though lace bugs were completely absent (some old
damage noted) most likely due to the extreme hot/dry conditions.

Of interest was discovery of parasitic wasp activity and the
presence of cocoons of scale eating caterpillars, the “good guys”.

The issue of marketing and selling prices has long been at the fore among members, and whilst we are a long
way from being able to establish an MOA marketing arm, we will shortly be conducting a members forum to get
as much data and ideas on the table with the view to forming a working group to attack this ever important

issue.

We should prepare for a very early harvest! Grapes and other fruits have been a record 3-4 weeks early. Never
has harvest begun in January in the Mudgee Region.

Olive maturity is not likely to be SO early, as the impetus for grapes occurred in the record high temperatures of

Sep-Oct which is prior to Olive fruit set.

Bird pressure due to multiple species forced out of burnt forest land will also be a yield detractor, so a “greener”
harvest should be considered as birds are most attracted to colored fruit.

Meanwhile stay tuned for details of the marketing forum which may be preceeded by an on line questionnaire.

Fennel, Olive, and Blood Orange Salad

This is a wonderful wintertime salad. The flavors are all strong and fresh.

3 fennel bulbs

2 cups mesclun salad mix (a salad mix of small young salad leaves that may
include a variety of lettuces, spinach etc.)
2 oranges, segmented

1 orange for juice

1/3 cup pitted olives

% cup ltalian parsley leaves

1/3 cup extra virgin olive oil

1 lemon, juiced

Y4 Ib Parmesan

salt and pepper

Trim the tops from the fennel and any bruised outer leaves. Cut in half lengthwise
and slice thinly (a mandolin works well here but watch the fingers). Toss with a
squeeze of lemon juice.

In a small bowl whisk together the orange juice, olive oil, and salt and pepper.
Combine the fennel, mesclun salad mix, orange segments, olives, and parsley
leaves in a bowl. Toss gently with the vinaigrette. Shave the Parmesan over the
top and serve.
